Prediction
Prediction is not guessing! Prediction, when reading, involves remembering what has happened before and then using this information to say what will happen next. E.g. in the book Stuck, quite a long way in, the boy grabs a saw. Children who are predicting correctly will say that this will be thrown in the tree, because everything else has been so far. Children who are solely using inference (their own knowledge that saws cut down trees) will say he will cut the tree down.
Sequencing
Sequencing is putting things in the correct order. When reading you need to remember what has happened and the order that it has happened in. Sequencing is particularly important when writing instructions and retracing your steps.
