	Forestry England
· Mrs J has had a telephone conversation with Georgina Ellis from Forestry England regarding the safe use of our trees. Her advice was:
· Do not disturb the tree roots if digging to add fences
· Do not pierce the trunk in any way as it leaves the tree open to pests and diseases
· Anything tied around the tree trunk cannot be left for more than six months as the tree will begin to grow into it
· Orange mesh is a good idea as it can be rolled round the tree, tied in place and easily removed
· If fence panels are used, do not put too close to the tree itself
· Hawaiian-style bamboo rolls could be used

Mrs J pointed out to Georgina that anything tied to the tree would only be there during term-time, so allowing a rest period for the tree of 2 weeks at Christmas and Easter, and up to six weeks over the summer. Georgina thought this was a sensible idea.
